SECOND LESSON: Acts 13:16-25
16 S0 Paul stood up, and motioning with his hand said:
“Men of Israel and you who fear God, listen. ¥’ The God of this people Israel chose our fathers and made
the people great during their stay in the land of Egypt, and with uplifted arm he led them out of it. ¥ And
for about forty years he put up with them in the wilderness. *? And after destroying seven nations in the
land of Canaan, he gave them their land as an inheritance. 2% All this took about 450 years. And after
that he gave them judges until Samuel the prophet. 22 Then they asked for a king, and God gave them
Saul the son of Kish, a man of the tribe of Benjamin, for forty years. 22 And when he had removed him, he
raised up David to be their king, of whom he testified and said, ‘1 have found in David the son of Jesse a
man after my heart, who will do all my will.” 2 Of this man's offspring God has brought to Israel a Savior,
Jesus, as he promised. 24 Before his coming, John had proclaimed a baptism of repentance to all the
people of Israel. ® And as John was finishing his course, he said, ‘What do you suppose that | am? | am
not he. No, but behold, after me one is coming, the sandals of whose feet | am not worthy to untie.’

GOSPEL READING: Luke 1:5-23

The Holy Gospel according to St. Luke, the 1t chapter. Glory to You, O Lord.

>In the days of Herod, king of Judea, there was a priest named Zechariah, of the division of Abijah. And
he had a wife from the daughters of Aaron, and her name was Elizabeth. ® And they were both righteous
before God, walking blamelessly in all the commandments and statutes of the Lord. 7 But they had no
child, because Elizabeth was barren, and both were advanced in years.

8 Now while he was serving as priest before God when his division was on duty, ? according to the custom
of the priesthood, he was chosen by lot to enter the temple of the Lord and burn incense. 1° And the
whole multitude of the people were praying outside at the hour of incense.

1 And there appeared to him an angel of the Lord standing on the right side of the altar of

incense. 12 And Zechariah was troubled when he saw him, and fear fell upon him.

3 But the angel said to him, “Do not be afraid, Zechariah, for your prayer has been heard, and your wife
Elizabeth will bear you a son, and you shall call his name John. ** And you will have joy and gladness, and
many will rejoice at his birth, 1* for he will be great before the Lord. And he must not drink wine or
strong drink, and he will be filled with the Holy Spirit, even from his mother's womb. ¢ And he will turn
many of the children of Israel to the Lord their God, *” and he will go before him in the spirit and power
of Elijah, to turn the hearts of the fathers to the children, and the disobedient to the wisdom of the

just, to make ready for the Lord a people prepared.”

18 And Zechariah said to the angel, “How shall | know this? For | am an old man, and my wife is advanced
in years.”

¥ And the angel answered him, “l am Gabriel. | stand in the presence of God, and | was sent to speak to
you and to bring you this good news. ?° And behold, you will be silent and unable to speak until the day
that these things take place, because you did not believe my words, which will be fulfilled in their

time.” 2! And the people were waiting for Zechariah, and they were wondering at his delay in the
temple. 22 And when he came out, he was unable to speak to them, and they realized that he had seen a

vision in the temple. And he kept making signs to them and remained mute. 22 And when his time
of service was ended, he went to his home. (ESV)
